CE in Makkah. Because his parents died when he was very young, he was raised by his grandfather
and later by his uncle, Abu Talib. He also lived with Bedouins for a few years, to learn the classical
language and their simple way of life. At the age of 25, Mohammad married a woman called Khadija
(may Allah be pleased with her) and lived with her for over 20 years, until she died. Khadija chose
him because of his honest and responsible nature.

When he was 40 years old, he received the first verses of the Holy Qur'an from Allah and
became the last prophet. Then he had to deliver these verses to all mankind.

The Qur'an talked about Allah’s kindness and also the need for people to be good towards
other people.

the prayer so that the child could go to his worried mother. Another example involves a
poor man. The Prophet Mohammad felt so sorry for him that he gave him the only clothes
he had.
